Programs in the United States date from the Great Depression,
when the need to use surplus agricultural commodities was joined to
concern for feeding the children of poor families. During and after
World War 1II, the explosion in the number of working women fueled
the need for a broader program. What was once a function of the
family—providing lunch—was shifted to the school food service
system. The National School Lunch Program is the result of these
efforts. The program is designed to provide federally assisted meals to
children of school age.
